D. To not be a Christian is to be condemned already – John 3:36 

E. To be condemned is to be separated from God forever in the Lake of 

fire – Revelation  

II. I should be a Christian because God loves me – Romans 5:6-8 

A. God has provided a way of salvation – John 3:16 

B. If Jesus paid the penalty for sin why should I pay it again?  

C. It is God’s will that none perish – II Peter 3:8

thirst  

C. God has promised to supply the needs of both body and soul 
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D. To lose my life is to find life – John 12
